Farmersô Market Association for payment.

ïSFMNP Farmersô Market Associations will submit 
vouchers back to the food banks for payment.

ïFood banks will submit a claim for payment to the Texas 
Department of Agriculture (TDA)

TDA will process claim and submit claim 

payment.

Food bank will receive payment then pay 

SFMNP Farmersô Market Association for claim 

amount.

SFMNP Farmersô Market Association will pay 

the farmers.

Food bank will monitor program requirements

Food bank will survey seniors at end of season

How the Program Works contôd.

Participating Sub-Agencies will:

ïProvide program outreach

ïAdminister means testing

ïDistribute vouchers to eligible clients

ïMaintain a voucher distribution log

ïProvide nutritional education May through September
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How the Program Works contôd.

Participating Farmers will
ïEnter into written contracts with their Farmersô Market 

Association

ïProvide TDA with a food calendar of what will be 
grown and marketed May through September

ïFarmer must grow at least part of the produce he sells

ïOnly market United States grown produce

ïKnow handling, storage, and sanitation practices

ïComplete program reports and paperwork on time! 
Including submission of vouchers for payment

ïProvide no change to clients

ïKeep all costs the same for all clients
